CHESTER-LE-STREET AND WASHINGTON SCHOOLS’ F.A.
(Last amended AGM 28/06/11)
1. That the Association be named the ‘Chester Le Street and Washington Schools’ Football Association’.

2. AIMS AND OBJECTIONS:
a) That the object of the Association is to promote the moral, mental and physical development of school children through the medium of Association Football.

b) The Association shall be affiliated to the accepted governing bodies of Association Football and Schools Football, and it shall be properly constituted in accordance with the rules laid down by the General Rules of the English Schools F.A.

3. ELIGIBILITY FOR AFFILIATION:
That a representative from each school should attend the AGM and fixture meeting held once a year – failure to do so will mean non-participation in the league programme for that year. Date and time of the fixture meting to be decided in the General Meeting within the Annual General Meeting.
4. AFFILIATION FEES:
This shall be determined at the Annual General Meeting of the Association. The fee shall be due immediately following the decision of the Annual Meeting and all schools must be fully paid up before the start of the competition season i.e. September 1st following the Annual General Meeting.

5. OFFICERS:
The officers of the Association are to be:-

Hon. Chairman

Hon. Vice-Chairman

Hon. Secretary

Hon. Treasurer

Fixture Secretary

The officers shall be elected by ballot by those members present at the A.G.M. This ballot shall take a written form if requested by any of the nominees.
6. LIFE MEMBERS:
Nominations for life membership should be received by the Hon. Secretary in writing 14 days before the A.G.M. All nominees for life membership shall be retired teachers.

7. EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE:
The Executive/Management Committee shall manage the routine affairs of the Association in accordance with the rules of the Association and the decisions of the A.G.M. The Hon. Secretary shall give seven days written notice of any meeting.

The Committee shall consist of:-

1) The officers
2) Five teachers from each member school.
All of the above shall have full voting rights.

A quorum shall be, representatives from five schools or eight teachers regardless of school representation.

In emergencies, executive power shall be given to the five officers.
8. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING:
a) The A.G.M. shall be held during the month of June each year. The Hon. Secretary shall give twenty one days notice of the meeting and the business to be discussed.
Attendance by at least one member of each school must attend – compulsory: failure to comply – removed from League programme. Fees paid then take part in Cup & District games.

b) The agenda shall be:-
1) Minutes of the previous A.G.M.
2) Report of the Hon. Secretary.
3) Report of the Hon. Treasurer and presentation of the audited accounts.
4) Chairman’s address.
5) Election of Officers:
1) Chairman

2) Vice-Chairman

3) Hon. Secretary
4) Hon. Treasurer

5) Fixture Secretary

6) County Rep

6) Election of two auditors.

7) Nominations of life memberships (to be received in writing 14 days previously).

8) Alteration to Rules (if any) see 8d.

c) Voting rights shall be, the officers and five teachers per school. A quorum shall be 20 people with voting rights.

d) Alterations to the Constitution of the Association or the rules of the Association can only be discussed and decided at the A.G.M. (or a special General Meeting, see11). Motions for such alterations at an A.G.M. must be submitted to the Hon. Secretary fourteen days before the meeting and shall be signed by five teachers with Association voting rights. (Amendments to the proposed changes may be put at the A.G.M. proper).
9. GENERAL MEETINGS:
The executive shall hold monthly meetings when required. These meetings will discuss and manage the routine business of the Association.

10. EXTRA-ORDINARY GENERAL MEETINGS OF THE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE:
Shall be called by the Chairman and the Hon. Secretary on receipt of a written request from 10 teachers with voting rights (as under 7). Seven days notice shall be given of such a meeting. The quorum for such a meeting shall be as under (7).

11. SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS OF THE ASSOCIATION:
Shall only be called to discuss the Alteration of the Constitution or the Standing Orders of the Association. Resolutions passed at such a meeting only operate until the next formal A.G.M.

A special general meeting shall be called by the Hon. Secretary on receipt of a request from at least half of the member schools of the Association. Fourteen days written notice of such a meeting must be given by the Hon. Secretary. No business other than the written proposal can be discussed at such a meeting. The voting rights shall be as under 8c.

12. FINANCE:

1) That all funds accruing from the activities of the Association and all trophies and equipment gathered under the name of the Association to be the property of the Association for use as directed by the rules and decisions of the annual general meetings.

2) The assets of the Association be vested in a banking account in the names of three trustees, two of whom must sign cheques jointly.

3) The financial year shall end June 20th.

4) The treasurer shall keep up to date and proper accounts.

5) The annual balance sheet shall be audited by the appointed auditors.
6) If the Association should be at any time dissolved, the Executive Committee shall, after discharging all liabilities, give any remainder to such charitable causes as they see fit.

13. No alterations to the constitution or standing orders of the Association can be made except as provided under clauses 8d and 11.

APPENDIX ONE, STANDING ORDERS

1) RULES OF COMPETITION
a) Players shall be eligible to compete only when on the official roll of a school affiliated to the Association.

b) Ages of players shall be calculated as at midnight on August 31st.

c) Players shall be eligible to play in inter-school competition under the Association’s control, only within their own year group.

d) In all respects the Football Association Laws of the Game as interpreted by the E.S.F.A. and the D.C.S.F.A. will be adhered to.
e) The Association shall normally offer the following competitions:-

Knock-out League Cups – U12, U13, U14, U15, U16

Inter-School Leagues – U12, U13, U14, U15, U16

John Brown Trophy – U12  7-a-side competition
5-a-side knock-outs for U12 for boys and girls
Y8 Boys (11-a-side) and Girls (7-a-side) Combined Centenary Trophy
Girl’s football

f) All arrangements for a game shall be the responsibility of the home team who should inform the opponents 48 hours before a fixture. The result should be sent by both teams to the fixture secretary. All points must be played for. In all cases the home team shall provide the referee and correct equipment for the fixture.

g) In the case of cup-finals a referee shall be appointed by the Association and all gate money shall be deemed the Association’s revenue. Extra time shall be played.
h) In the event of a protest the plaintiff should notify the secretary in writing within 7 days of the game in question. A fee of £1.00 deposited with the protest, this is to be forfeit in the event of the matter being found to be frivolous. An extraordinary general meeting will be called to discuss the protest.

i) All matters related to the pitch, nets, posts etc, shall be lodged with the referee before the match is played.

j) A disciplinary sub committee consisting of the chairman, secretary and treasurer shall adjudicate in all matters dealing with the disciplining of players. They shall adhere to D.C.S.F.A. regulations and procedures.

k) The composition and playing conditions of the Association’s league shall be decided by the general meeting following the previous A.G.M.

l) The Association shall enter all bona-fide inter Association competitions as decided by the A.G.M.

m) The Association’s team s have priority of a boys services and no player should play a schools soccer match within 48 hours prior to an Association fixture. 

n) D.C.S.F.A. Rule 11 governs all arrangements for players and outside organisations.

o) Attention is drawn to the E.S.F.A. rules regarding the Professional club.

p) The Management Committee shall decide all questions not provided for in the Rules of the Association.

q) All league results for season ended must be reported to the Fixture Secretary before 7 school days have been completed in the Summer Term and will not count towards the league position if reported after this date. The deadline for the completion of fixtures is the last day of the Spring term, except for when an extension is granted by the five officers of the Executive Committee as per item No. 7 of the Constitution. 
r) In final league tables, if two teams have the same number of points it will go on the head to head result, if still equal, another game is to be played. There are no shared trophies.
